Also known as the bean bag toss, cornhole is fun for the entire family.  Contestants take 

turns pitching their corn bags at the cornhole platform until a contestant scores 21 

points.  A corn bag in the hole scores 3 points, while one on the platform scores 1 point.

Fifes and drums made up the original communication system of the military of the 16th 

through 19th centuries. Commanders used fifes and drums to relay orders to their troops 

scattered over the battlefields, with special cadences and songs signaling everything 

from an advance to a retreat. Currently, the local Tittabawassee Fife and Drum Corps 

hosts a traveling group each year at RIVERDAYS—this year they are very excited to have 

the youth Lewis and Clark Fife and Drum Corps from St. Louis, Missouri.
